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Animal preventive medicine is a required course for animal science majors. This course
focuses on the distribution and determinants of health conditions or events among animal
* Course populations, then determining the causes of outbreaks of disease whose etiological factor is
o known or unknown. It also studies how to combat communicable diseases and develop
Description

strategies and measures to promote health. As a main course of animal medicine, the teaching
goal of this course is to enable students to master the principles and concepts of epidemiology
and its application in the field of animal medicine. Mastering the ideas, methods and
implementation steps of epidemiological research preliminarily, and use the results of
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epidemiological investigation to formulate epidemic prevention and prevention strategies and
choose measures. This course will help students gradually develop a group perspective to
understand the phenomenon of disease, explore the causes of disease, and establish a common
medical concept. In addition, it can also train students to analyze and deal with public health
emergencies with epidemiological thinking and methods, and guide animal public health
practices with the concept of evidence-based medicine. The course focuses on cultivating
students' spirit of exploration. Through teachers' guidance, students are encouraged to
participate in class discussions and expand literature reading, which will improve students'
ability to acquire knowledge and information independently, analyze problems and solve
practical problems comprehensively, and lay a solid foundation for future study and research.
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
